2008  Mid-States Football Tournament

Basic Format

PARTICIPANTS

League champions, league runners-up and quality teams who are looking for an opportunity to play 
teams from another league in a regional tournament.

PLAY SITES - VARIOUS

A.  Some teams desire to host and pay travel expenses.

B.  Some teams can host and only pay game expenses.

C.  Some teams prefer to travel.

DATES

Pairings will be made as soon as teams are available.  Some games could start the weekend of 

October 4/5.  All games in a given round need not be played on the same weekend.

Championship Game will be the weekend of Nov 7/8 (All arrangements depend upon the number of registrations and team’s availability.)

PAIRINGS

Seeding will be used whenever possible in considering home field options.

Opponents will be determined based upon registration.

Games will be arranged to minimize travel.  If there is more than one team from any league, the 

bracketing will be arranged so that they would only meet in the Championship Game.

COSTS
1.  Registration Fee - $200.00 by October 1 (Can be paid online on www.nationalfootballevents.com)

2.  The registration charge will be used for administrative costs, prize money, trophies, and awards.

3.  Actual game day costs (stadium rental and officials) will be the responsibility of the host team.

4.  Travel costs to be negotiated by the teams.

5.  If neutral sites are used the costs will also be negotiated by the teams.

6.  The directors will assist with negotiated costs and/or make the final decision, when needed.

OTHER

1.  Officials will be assigned by tournament directors.

2.  Games will be played using NFL rules.

REGISTRATION

1.  Fee is due October 1.

2.  Submit “Financial Responsibility Agreement” form with registration

3.  Current roster -  (can be modified by adding 4 players before the first game but frozen once tournament begins)
